A few years back, we had a very cool conflation of celebrations. Mother’s Day and
Pentecost were on the same day. And, as was brought to my attention just before mass that
day, a mother and her daughter were both celebrating their birthdays on that same day!

A mother’s birthday has a special appeal. It usually evokes a significant response in
family members, especially in the ‘strays’.
